Nakamura Kazumi (b. 1956) began his full-fledged career as a painter in the early 1980s, and has been one of the most active among his
generation of contemporary artists. For what purpose does painting exist? What is painting, anyway? Nakamura set out to answer these
fundamental questions by studying Abstract Expressionism, which was considered to be the culmination of modernist painting in the West,
while pursuing new painting theories and practices that represented a departure from the Abstract Expressionist approach. Of particular
interest to Nakamura were the spatial expressions and symbolism of traditional Eastern painting, such as Japanese ancient and medieval
painting, Chinese Song Dynasty landscape painting, and Korean folk painting. By the 1980s, he had already advanced his concept of “differential
painting,” involving the perception that a painting’s meaning is defined by its differences from other paintings. Based on this concept, he
produced paintings in series, creating a number of works displaying variations on a single motif. In his recent work, as exemplified by the A
Bird in its Existence series, Nakamura has been exploring a new mode of painting that cannot be categorized as either abstract or figurative,
fitting a variety of color schemes, brushstrokes, and painting techniques into a matrix that recalls the structure of pictographic characters.

This exhibition was a comprehensive overview of Nakamura’s 30-plus-year career thus far, with a focus on large paintings. It included
paintings with a Y-shaped motif, his first highly original works for which he gained attention in the early 1980s; other formal explorations of the
1980s such as the Diagonal Grid and C Opened series; his 1990s work with painting as social semantics, such as Ranging Difference — Broken
Shelter, Broken Hermitage, Saisoro, and Mourning for the Dead; his bird-themed paintings from the 2000s onward, such as Shokusocho (Phoenix)
and A Bird in its Existence, and his most recent work, Hijiri (Hermit). All told the exhibition contained around 150 paintings, from studies made
during his student years to his latest pieces, and provided an excellent opportunity to consider Nakamura’s work and development, making
a powerful impact both on general viewers and on specialists such as museum curators and art critics. It also featured a wall painting with
diagonal geometric patterns, on which other paintings were hung, a so-called “painting on painting” experiment that Nakamura conceived in
2010 and put into practice here for the first time to considerable acclaim.

It should be noted that this exhibition provided the primary impetus for Nakamura’s earning an Art Encouragement Prize for fiscal 2014 from
the Japanese Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology.

This exhibition presented costumes for the stage that conveyed the achievements of the legendary avant-garde Ballets Russes, which
stunned audiences from the moment it emerged in Paris in 1909. Led by Sergei Diaghilev (1872-1929), the troupe produced many remarkable
new talents including dancers and choreographers Vaslav Nijinsky (1889-1950) and Leonide Massine (1895-1979), the renowned 20th century
composer Igor Stravinsky, and many others.

The Ballets Russes originally gained popularity in part thanks to the exoticism of its Russian origins, and went on to bring together a galaxy
of young Parisian avant-garde artists and designers including Pablo Picasso, Henri Matisse, Jean Cocteau, Georges Brague, Marie Laurencin,
and Coco Chanel. In the company’s hands ballet became a multidisciplinary hotbed of innovation that electrified not only the world of ballet
but also those of art, music, and fashion.

The exhibition featured about 140 costumes and accessories from 32 Ballets Russes productions, from the collection of the National Gallery
of Australia, one of the largest and finest in the world. It was divided chronologically into four periods (early, middle, late, and later companies
that carried on the Ballets Russes legacy) and supplemented by design drawings, historical materials, and items borrowed from sources in
Japan, presenting an overview of the entire 20-year history of the Ballets Russes.
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The Birth of Impressionism - Freedom in Painting: Masterpieces from the Musée d’Orsay
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This exhibition, marking 140 years since the first Impressionist exhibition was held in Paris in 1874, gave a stunning panoramic overview of
the birth of modern French painting through a selection of 84 masterpieces from the Musée d'Orsay in Paris. It both began and ended with
the work of Edouard Manet, highlighting the unique contribution of this pivotal figure, who ushered in a new era as Western painting stood on
the cusp between tradition and innovation. At the beginning of the exhibition, the scene depicted in Bazille’s Studio, Rue de la Condamine (by
Frederic Bazille) testifies to the ties between Manet and younger artists, and Monet’s iconoclastic, approximately four-meter-high The Lun-
cheon on the Grass, exhibited in Japan for the first time, is emblematic of his profound influence on painting’s development.

A notable characteristic of this exhibition is that it was divided into several sections, namely “Manet: The New Painting,” “Realisms,” “History
Painting,” “The Nude,” “The Impressionist Landscape,” “Still Life,” “Portraits,” “Modern Life,” and “Manet and the Maturity,” with a wealth of
early modernist masterpieces shown side by side without rigid divisions by style or school, serving to recreate the atmosphere of the mid-19th
century Paris painting world as exemplified by the Salon. In particular, the “Portraits” section was a thrilling competition between Impressionist
and academic masterpieces, such as has not been seen even at the Musée d’Orsay itself.
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Masterpieces from the Kunsthaus Zurich
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The Kunsthaus Zurich is one of the finest art museums in Switzerland, and this exhibition featured 74 masterworks of painting and sculpture
selected from its modern art collection, offering an overview of Western art history from the Impressionists of the 19th century to the Surrealists
of the 20th. The exhibition was structured so as to present the work of the most prominent artists of specific eras while at the same time
conveying the distinctive character and world-class quality of the Kunsthaus Zurich itself, by showcasing Swiss artists such as Ferdinand
Hodler, Félix Vallotton, Paul Klee, and Alberto Giacometti, as well as artists that are strongly represented in the museum’s collection including
Claude Monet, Edvard Munch, and Oskar Kokoschka. Masterpieces from the Kunsthaus Ziirich was composed of 14 sections that highlighted
the artists prominently featured at the Swiss museum, the key movements of different eras, and how they were interrelated (Section 1:
Giovanni Segantini, Section 2: Claude Monet, Section 3: Post-Impressionism, Section 4: Ferdinand Hodler, Section 5: The Nabis, Section 6:
Edvard Munch, Section 7: Expressionism, Section 8: Oskar Kokoschka, Section 9: Fauvism and Cubism, Section 10: Paul Klee, Section 11:
Abstract Painting, Section 12: Marc Chagall, Section 13: Surrealism, Section 14: Alberto Giacometti.)
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REREHIEMRKSES 17th DOMANI-BAHE EFZEMRESIHEDORE
“17th DOMANI: The Art of Tomorrow” Exhibition, The Achievements of the Japanese Government Overseas Study Program for
Artists provided by the Agency for Cultural Affairs
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The Agency for Cultural Affairs has run the Overseas Study Program for Artists (Program of Overseas Study for Upcoming Artists) since 1967.
The government sends young artists overseas and provides a training course on each specialty, in order to support artists who will play a
supporting role in the future art world in Japan. The number of trainees in fine art has exceeded 1,000.

This Exhibition held 16 times to introduce the achievements of the program, where some artists, who have been working on diverse
categories, including painting, carving, photography, installation, animation, handicraft and architecture, were selected to show Japanese art
of the times.

With the theme of “Density and Purity of Japan’s Contemporary Art,” this 17th Exhibition focused on 12 emerging artists who create very
delicately modeled and dense works of art and, by doing so, heighten the purity of their artistic expression. For the first time in the history of
the program, the work of three trainees in the Conservation and Restoration category was also presented. Viewers enjoyed the 12 sections of
the exhibition, which were richly varied, ranging from painting to printmaking, photography, ceramics, casting, animation and installation, and
made effective use of the spacious galleries of The National Art Center, Tokyo. It was also a valuable opportunity for visitors to enrich their
understanding of conservation and restoration that support works of art.
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2014 [18th] Japan Media Arts Festival
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The Japan Media Arts Festival is a wide-ranging celebration of the media arts that honors and exhibits the year’s most notable achievements
in four divisions: art, entertainment, animation, and manga. Held annually since 1997, the festival centers on the designation of works of
outstanding artistic merit and creativity in the media arts and the display and screening of the prize-winning works, along with symposiums
and other related events.

The 2014 [18th] Japan Media Arts Festival exhibit featured award winners selected from 3,853 Japanese and international entries in the
divisions of art, entertainment, animation, and manga, together with “jury selections” (entries receiving honorable mention) and works by
recipients of the Special Achievement Award. Between the rich array of award-winning works selected through rigorous jury screening in each
division and the impressive lineup of events, the festival provided a vivid picture of the media arts scene today.
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Louvre Museum: Genre Painting - Scenes from Daily Life
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This exhibition, made up of 83 works from the Musée du Louvre’s collection, examined from multiple perspectives the fascinatingly diverse
development of genre painting from the 16th to the mid-19th century. In terms of structure, the exhibition notably featured works categorized
not by chronology or country of origin, but according to six themes, selected so as to highlight the distinctive attributes of genre painting.
A genre-painting exhibition arranged in sections like this, with works of different nations and eras grouped together, was an unprecedented
endeavor, and as such the show was of considerable scholarly import. It was also notable in that its introductory section brought together
ancient works depicting scenes from everyday life, followed by a section outlining the concept of the “genre” (i.e. classification of paintings by
subject matter), providing viewers with background information on the history and theory of genre painting.

VI. The Artist in His Studio

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Provision of Exhibition Venues to Artist Associations
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The National Art Center, Tokyo provides exhibition space to artist associations from around the country for public exhibitions and other
events. In fiscal 2014, 69 such exhibition were held at NACT, attracting a total of 1,193,917visitors from Session 1 to Session 25 (April 1, 2014
to March 30, 2015). Building on our experiences from the previous fiscal year, we worked to improve the management of the equipment and
facilities provided.
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Educahon and Public Programs

To help people get the most out of their visit, we held lectures, artist talks, other events to coincide with our exhibitions, and distributed a
series of free guidebooks. We also organized events such as workshops and lectures to encourage appreciation of art among the wider public,
including a number of education program for children and adults. We continued to accept interns and student volunteers as part of our efforts
to increase the understanding of the NACT’s activities and develop human resources.
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Collection and Provision of the Library and Information Services
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The National Art Center, Tokyo continued to build up a comprehensive collection of Japanese art exhibition catalogs, as well as publications
on modern and contemporary art, design, architecture, photography, and media art, with particular emphasis placed on securing missing issues
of series, including catalogs of public exhibitions. Acquisitions of art exhibition catalogs were generously supported by donated materials from
pertinent organizations, museums throughout Japan, and individuals. These materials were made available to the public in the Art Library on
the third floor of the Main Building, and in the Art Library Annex (see below) on the first floor of the Annex. Also, the Art Library Annex provided
a reading-by-reservation service for fragile materials, etc., and a special materials reading service for unusual materials such as unpublished
written matter, etc. In addition, the National Diet Library Digital Collections (The Digitized Contents Transmission Service for Libraries in
Japan) became available in the Art Library Annex from January 2015. During fiscal 2014, NACT continued its catalog-exchange program,
sending copies of its catalogs and other printed materials to around 400 facilties in Japan and 100 facilties overseas, including museums, and
university libraries.

NACT also continued its efforts to improve access from overseas to materials on Japanese art through the JAC (Japan Art Catalog) project,
which donates catalogs of Japanese art exhibitions to four overseas institutions devoted to the study of Japanese art. In return, the Center
received catalogs of exhibitions of Japanese art held overseas, which are available in the Art Library as part of JAC Il collection.

In addition, the Center continued the work begun last year on a project to digitize a portion of the documents in its possession, creating
digital files of two catalogs, nine periodicals and 1,512 photographs). Of these, the photographs in the former collection of Yamagishi Nobuo
continued to be placed in an image database as part of an initiative funded by the Pola Art Foundation. Also, approximately 400 boxes’
donated materials were fumigated and cleaned for preservation.
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The official NACT website (http://www.nact.jp/) continues to serve as a user-friendly source of information on the Center’'s wide-ranging
programs. In order to continue implementing these programs, the Center proactively seeks external funding such as corporate donations, etc.,
and since March 2015 the logos of companies that support the Center and its programs have been introduced on the NACT website.

In addition to the permanent website and special exhibition websites, NACT is keeping pace with recent trends in Internet use by making
the most of social-media sites and other online services. In fiscal 2014, we used our Facebook page (http://www.facebook.com/nact.jp, set
up in November 2011) not only to keep fans up-to—-date on our activities via links to our Art Commons listings and schedule of events such as
workshops and symposiums, but also to give the Center and its programs a more friendly face by posting a variety of appealing photos, such
as seasonal views of the grounds and snapshots of preparations for lobby concerts. In March 2015, the NACT Facebook page passed the
15,000 mark for likes (indicating user approval). Meanwhile, the Public Relations Department has continued posting tweets about the Center
activities on its Twitter account, which now has over 50,000 followers.

In addition, we continued distributing our e-newsletter, launched in December 2009 to disseminate the latest Center news in a form that
subscribers can easily access on their cell phones or other devices. NACT also makes full use of its permanent website, social media
accounts, and e-newsletter to issue up-to-the-minute notifications regarding emergency closings, changes in the Center hours, and other
time-sensitive information.
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To publicize exhibitions organized by NACT itself, the Center continued to work with all major media outlets by disseminating press releases
and other event information, holding press previews for media representatives, and soliciting and responding to media inquiries. In addition,
NACT sent direct mailings to institutions and groups of exhibitions’ target audiences and placed advertisements in newspapers and online—-
media, while using dedicated exhibition pages on Facebook to convey behind-the-scenes information, interviews, and other information that
does not reach people through the permanent website, aiming to provide viewers with multi-faceted, approachable pictures of exhibitions.
For co-organized exhibitions, NACT coordinated photo shoots and filming inside the Center and having interviews with curators, as well as
providing information that served to publicize the Center itself. Also, the NACT NEWS for visitors was renewed the design and the concept as
a PR magazine offering user-friendly information about NACT’s undertakings, including exhibitions, education and public programs, and the
collection and provision of the library and information services.
