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Summary of Operations April 2015 - March 2016

In the 2015 fiscal year, approximately 2.29 million people attended art exhibitions at the National Art Center, Tokyo.
This figure represents all of those who visited the exhibitions, and there were many more visitors to Center facilities
such as restaurants and cafés, and attendees at events including concerts in the lobby, lectures, and symposiums. It has
long been observed that museums do not only exist to exhibit art, but also have the potential to fulfill a wide range of
social needs. Above all, we believe it is important to motivate people to come to the Center, and it is highly meaningful
whenever people enter its doors, even if not to view an exhibition. It is to be hoped that for many visitors, this will inspire
a broader interest in art and museums.

Exhibitions

The National Art Center, Tokyo is primarily a venue for three types of exhibitions: those organized by the Center, those
co-organized with media companies and other art institutions, and public exhibitions organized by artist associations.
The following is an outline of exhibitions presented in FY2015.

1. Public exhibitions organized by artist associations

The Center served as the venue for exhibitions organized by 69 artist associations active on a nationwide scale, taking
place over 25 sessions, with a total of 1.19 million attendees. Exhibitions such as these are no less than the bedrock
of artistic activity in Japan, and the associations that organize them, where both professional and amateur artists alike
are united by the creation of art, are a phenomenon unparalleled anywhere in the world. Personally, | believe that
judging by our track record of holding these exhibitions at the National Art Center, Tokyo, the time is ripe for expansion
of these activities overseas. It has been noted for some time that throughout Asia, the 21° century is shaping up to be
“the century of culture,” and it seems that there are countless people eager for opportunities to participate in exhibitions
open to the general public. Japan is primed to play a leading role in spreading this exhibition model, which is sure to
play a vital role in promoting international cultural exchange.

2. Exhibitions organized by the Center

During this period, the Center organized three exhibitions. Two of these, Manga * Anime * Games from Japan and Artist
File 2015 - Next Doors: Contemporary Art in Japan and Korea, were international in scope. After finishing its run in
Japan, Manga * Anime * Games from Japan traveled to the National Museum of Myanmar in Yangon, and is scheduled
to be held at the National Gallery of Thailand in Bangkok in FY2016, after which there are plans for it to travel to Hong
Kong, Europe, and the United States. At both the National Art Center, Tokyo and the National Museum of Myanmar
in Yangon, it was very heavily attended and highly successful. Meanwhile, Artist File 2015 was jointly organized with
the National Museum of Modern and Contemporary Art, Korea (MMCA) in Seoul, South Korea, and was staged at that
museum after closing in Tokyo. The exhibition was highly acclaimed in both places, and entailed much close interaction
among artists and curators from both countries, greatly heightening expectations for the development of future creative
collaborations between both nations and both institutions. Many believe that such cultural exchange is what lays the
foundations for positive international relations, and | am pleased to report that by organizing these two exhibitions, we
were able to fulfill the important role of museums in cultural diplomacy.

MIYAKE ISSEY EXHIBITION: The Work of Miyake Issey focused on the entire 45-year career, from 1970 to the
present, of one of Japan’s most globally prominent designers. It had a tremendous international impact and was widely
lauded overseas as well as in Japan, attracting a large number of non-Japanese attendees. It can be considered an
event of epochal significance in terms of its presentation of a Japanese designer’s work to a global audience.

3. Exhibitions co-organized with other organizations

Six exhibitions in this category were held. Louvre Museum: Genre Painting — Scenes from Daily Life, featuring 83
carefully selected works from the collection of the Louvre Museum in Paris, traced the history of genre paintings
depicting various aspects of everyday life. A total of 660,000 people attended.

René Magritte was a large-scale retrospective of one of the greatest Surrealist painters, showcasing Magritte’s
trajectory as an artist and exploring his unique world through approximately 130 works. Niki de Saint Phalle was among
the largest retrospectives to date of the work of the prominent postwar avant-garde artist, famous for her “shooting
paintings” and Nanas sculpture series.

The Best Selection of the Ohara Museum of Art offered a comprehensive overview of the extensive collection of
one of Japan’s premiere art museums, the Ohara Museum of Art in Kurashiki, including not only Western modern art
but also Japanese modern art, folk crafts, works from ancient Egypt and China, and contemporary art. This was the first
exhibition to present works from the Ohara Museum of Art on such a scale in Tokyo, and in the future, the National Art
Center, Tokyo intends to continue with such endeavors, exhibiting works from the collections of museums in various
regions of Japan.

Once again this year, we presented the latest editions of two long-running series: the 18" “DOMANI: The Art of
Tomorrow” Exhibition, and the 19th Japan Media Arts Festival Exhibition of Award-winning Works.



Education and Public Programs
As in previous years, the Center’s education and public programs first of all aimed to provide diverse audiences with
a deeper understanding of exhibitions’ contents through lectures, gallery talks, and related events held on an ongoing
basis. In six exhibition galleries, free viewing guides for children were distributed. There were also workshops conducted
by a wide range of artists and designers. In particular, a workshop held at the National Museum of Myanmar in
conjunction with the international traveling exhibition Manga * Anime * Games from Japan was the first education and
outreach program of its kind for the Center, and was a smashing success, attracting enthusiastic fans and producing
significant results in terms of international cultural exchange. Also, talks by Japanese artists at the National Museum
of Modern and Contemporary Art, Korea, where Artist File 2015 was held, drew much interest from Korean audiences.
A great many people also attended Café Aoki, a talk event in the Center auditorium with the Director General as guest
speaker.

The Center also staged intriguing lectures and symposia in partnership with other institutions, such as Between
Media and Art: Reading Jasia Reichardt’s Curatorial Work in the 1960s. These provided fresh opportunities to approach
the art and exhibitions from multiple directions, and to consider and engage deeply with them.

Collection and Provision of the Library and Information Services

The Center has been engaged on an ongoing basis, since last fiscal year, in exhaustive collecting of art exhibition
catalogues and focused collecting of materials related to modern and contemporary art, design, architecture,
photography, and media arts, providing these materials for browsing by general users in the Art Library and the Art
Library Annex. As in the previous fiscal year, we also actively sent out exhibition catalogues and exchanged them with
other institutions.

Also continued from the previous fiscal year was the JAC Project, in which the Center donates art exhibition
catalogues from Japan to four Japanese art research institutions in other countries, seeking to promote the utilization of
Japan-related art materials in Europe and the US.

Some materials in the Center’s collection were digitized, and we took measures to conserve photographic materials
and ephemera belonging to the collection of Mr. Yamagishi Nobuo Archive.

Other

In June 2015, at an annual meeting at the UNESCO headquarters in Paris, an internal decision was made to hold the
25" General Conference of the International Council of Museums, a conference of the ICOM (International Council of
Museums) held once every three years, in Kyoto in 2019 (official decision is to be announced at the Milan conference
in July 2016). Also, an annual general meeting of CIMAM (International Committee for Museums and Collections of
Modern Art), an international committee of ICOM, was held in Tokyo in 2015, and on the first day an opening ceremony
and lecture took place at the National Art Center, Tokyo.

Concerts staged in the lobby of the Center draw large numbers of visitors and are greatly appreciated by music
fans. In FY2015 three concerts were held and were heavily attended.

In FY2015, we were able to secure corporate support and sponsorship for our operations that exceeded that of the
previous fiscal year. In addition, corporations that have been sponsoring our initiatives pledged their continued support.
The importance of this support cannot be overstated, and the Center is deeply grateful. We also made proactive efforts
to rent out our facilities to external users, including the French fashion house Christian Dior, which staged the fashion
show TOKYO: Autumn Winter 2015-16 in the second-floor foyer to great critical acclaim.

At the end of March 2016, the National Art Center, Tokyo website was updated. We will continue improving it
on an ongoing basis so as to more effectively convey our multifarious activities and the many ways our facilities are
utilized.

We also published the second issue of NACT Review: Bulletin of the National Art Center, Tokyo, the research
bulletin we established in FY2014. We are aiming to enhance the contents of this research bulletin, which is open to a
wide range of themes by focusing primarily on academic research papers as well as criticism, essays and other writings
geared toward people with a wide-ranging interest in art, museums, and culture. Thank you for your support.

For the foreseeable future, security will remain a crucial issue facing cultural facilities such as museums, and we
would like the cooperation of all related parties as we continue taking measures to maintain and improve the museum’s
status as a safe and secure institution.

As outlined in this report, FY2015 was a year in which the National Art Center, Tokyo, while firmly maintaining the
presentation of art exhibitions as the nucleus of our activities, actively carried out a diverse array of cultural activities.

René Magritte (1898-1967) is a preeminent figure in 20th-century Belgian art and Surrealism. Organized with the full cooperation of the
Royal Museums of Fine Arts of Belgium, this retrospective of the master artist’s work was both the largest and the most substantial Magritte
exhibition ever held in Japan. The exhibition consisted of some 131 paintings (128 of which were shown in the Tokyo venue) and 55
documents. Along with items that were borrowed from more than forty foreign collectors and museums such as the Museum of Modern Art in
New York, the Art Institute of Chicago, the Menil Collection, Tate, Pompidou Centre, and the Royal Museums of Fine Arts of Belgium, there
were important works from domestic museums. The exhibition was chronologically divided into five sections, as befit the retrospective format,
and some works were also grouped according to a given theme in order to precisely convey Magritte’s artistic ethos to the viewer. And as
there was an adequate number of works from each phase of the artist’s career, it was possible to trace the development of Magritte’s art.
Moreover, along with a variety of reference materials, including printed documents, photographs, and films, Magritte’s comments on specific
works were posted on the walls to enhance the viewer’s understanding of the man and his art. By making the most of the National Art Center,
Tokyo’s spacious galleries, it was possible to realize a deeply satisfying exhibition. It should also be noted that the exhibition catalogue sold
briskly, at one copy per 8.5 visitors.

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Transcending the boundaries of each individual medium to realize unparalleled artistic expressions, Japanese manga, anime, and games
are reflective of social change and technological development. They also present us with an expanded version of reality and a window on
the future. Moreover, the characters that appear in these works have the ability to move beyond their fictional realms and become an actual
presence in our daily lives.

Since noted manga and anime artist Tezuka Osamu died in 1989, Japan has suffered several earthquakes and terrorist attacks. At the same
time, we have benefitted from a variety of technological advances such as the popularization of the Internet and smart phones - developments
that have drastically altered our lifestyles and consciousness. Exposure to contemporary manga, anime, and games can also help us gain
insight into many and diverse aspects of Japanese society.

Focusing on the 25-year period from 1989 to the present, this exhibition, made up of approximately 130 works divided into eight sections,
presented a comprehensive survey of Japanese manga, anime, and games - three genres that have evolved into an integrated form of media

expression — and provided viewers with an opportunity to rediscover their imaginations and creativity.
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Artist File 2015 Next Doors: Contemporary Art in Japan and Korea
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Artist File, an exhibition series launched at the National Art Center, Tokyo in 2008, has achieved definite results by introducing the current
situation in contemporary art. Moreover, a new format, in which exhibitions are planned with other Asian museums, has been adopted for the
series to provide content with an international scope that extends beyond the organizational limitations of a single institution. In this exhibition,
the first based on this format, the Center formed a partnership with the National Museum of Modern and Contemporary Art, Korea (MMCA),
one of the foremost Korean museums located in the Asian nation that is geographically closest to Japan. As 2015 marked the 50th anniversary
of diplomatic relations between Japan and Korea, it was a highly significant year to launch this new project, which functioned as a type of
international and cultural exchange.

Prior to the exhibition, curators from the two countries repeatedly traveled back and forth between Japan and Korea, conducting a survey
based on interviews with various artists. This ultimately led to the selection of twelve outstanding artists, six from each country. In selecting
the artists, an emphasis was placed on including a variety of ages, from mid-career artists who had already received a certain amount of
acclaim to younger artists who had recently begun to receive attention, while at the same time presenting a diverse range of media, including
painting, video, installation, and sculpture. The exhibition followed the same structurally approach that had been used in the past editions of
Artist File, which were essentially a collection of solo shows. This gave viewers a chance to carefully examine each artist’s work, and as the
spaces generally alternated between Japanese and Korean artists, the exhibition also loosely conveyed various similarities and differences
between them.
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Niki de Saint Phalle
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Niki de Saint Phalle (1930-2002) was one of France’s most prominent postwar artists. This exhibition, the largest Saint Phalle retrospective
ever held in Japan, presented a wide range of art from throughout the artist’s career and reexamined her multifaceted activities. After starting
out in the mid-1950s, Saint Phalle developed a unique style inspired by abstract painting from the U.S., the country where she spent her
childhood, and figurative painting from France, the country where she was born. In 1961, she made her name in the art world with Shooting
Paintings. These works, made by firing a gun at cans and bags that were affixed to a canvas with plaster, contained elements of both painting
and sculpture. They were highly acclaimed in art history as pioneering examples of using the production process as a kind of performance art.
After continuing to make the paintings for roughly two-and-a-half years, Saint Phalle grew increasingly interested in female symbols. In the
Nana series, she used brilliant colors and free-wheeling forms to create uninhibited images of women, which established her reputation in the
U.S. and Europe. In the late '60s, Saint Phalle was drawn to public art, energetically creating architectural designs such as Tarot Garden, and
undertaking a wide range of other artistic activities. She also had a special relationship with Japan, and while focusing on this, the exhibition
presented an overview of Niki de Saint Phalle’s rich world of art.
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RFEEESEMK/AS 18th DOMANI-BHEE ELFEMRENFIEDRE
“18th DOMANI: The Art of Tomorrow” Exhibition, The Achievements of the Japanese Government Overseas Study Program for
Artists provided by the Agency for Cultural Affairs
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The Agency for Cultural Affairs’ Overseas Study Program for Artists (formerly, the Program of Overseas Study for Upcoming Artists) was
established in 1967 to support young artists’ studies at foreign universities and cultural facilities so that they might in turn help cultivate the
domestic art world in the future. To date, some 1,200 artists have taken part in the program’s art division.

This exhibition, held 17 times in the past, presented works that grew out of this program by a selection of artists working in a variety of
fields, including painting, sculpture, photography, installation, animation, crafts, and architecture. This occasionally helped provide insights into
the current state of Japanese art.

Based on the theme of “The Intersection between Expression and Material: Matter, Action and Data,” the 18th edition of the exhibition
focused on 11 artists who participated in the program since 2000 and who displayed a particularly outstanding use of materials. It also
included wood engravings by Kazama Sachiko, which were acquired by the agency as part of a program to purchase excellent works of art.
And in keeping with last year’s exhibition, two participants gave presentations on conservation and preservation, focusing on materials from
the standpoint of the Cultural Properties Protection Department. In addition to helping viewers enjoy diverse artistic expressions in an era in
which anything can be a material, the exhibition provided a valuable opportunity to examine art from many different angles.
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The Best Selection of the Ohara Museum of Art
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The Ohara Museum of Art, which opened in Kurashiki, Okayama Prefecture in 1930, was the first Japanese museum to exhibit Western art.
Established by local business leader Ohara Magosaburo (1880-1943), the groundwork for the museum’s outstanding collection was laid by
the Western-style painter Kojima Torajiro (1881-1929). During three visits to Europe, which were financed by Ohara, Kojima, equipped with
an eye for beauty, purchased ancient and modern works of art, which he brought back to Japan. Founded as a memorial to Kojima, who died
prematurely, the Ohara Museum of Art, subsequently continued to develop and expand its collection. This was the first exhibition to showcase
the entire scope of the museum.

The first section focused on antiquities from Egypt, Asia, and China, where Kojima, who worked to create a bridge between East and West,
traveled in search of the origins of culture. The second section presented El Greco’s Annunciation along with masterpieces of modern Western
art by Monet, Gauguin, and others. The third section was devoted to Japanese Western-style paintings, which were acquired by Ohara’s
oldest son Ohara Soichiro (1909-1968), and the fourth introduced works by artists associated with the Mingei (folk art) movement. The fifth
section examined the relationship between war and art in relation to the museum’s inception during wartime, and the sixth focused on postwar
art from the West and Japan. And finally, the seventh section presented the results of the museum’s new programs to support artists that were
launched in the 2000s.
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The 19th Japan Media Arts Festival Exhibition of Award-winning Works
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The Japan Media Arts Festival is a wide-ranging celebration of the media arts that honors and exhibits the year’'s most notable achievements
in four divisions: art, entertainment, animation, and manga. Held annually since 1997, the festival centers on the designation of works of
outstanding artistic merit and creativity in the media arts and the display and screening of the prize-winning works, along with symposiums
and other related events.

For the 19th Japan Media Arts Festival we received 4,417 works, the highest number ever, in the four divisions of Art, Entertainment,
Animation and Manga. After strict jury screening, prize-winning works, jury-recommended works, and works receiving special achievement
awards were selected and presented at this exhibition.

The exhibition was not only a comprehensive showcase for rigorously selected works in a variety of genres, it also served as a platform
for sharing new cultural values, featuring programs such as symposiums, presentations, and workshops at which a wide range of artists and
creators from both Japan and overseas opened the door to a fascinating world of original and innovative contemporary media arts.
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Artist File 2015 — Next Doors: Contemporary Art in Japan and Korea, which was held at the National Art Center, Tokyo from July 29 to October
12, 2015, traveled to Korea after its run in Japan. It took place at National Museum of Modern and Contemporary Art (MMCA), Gwacheon,
with some minor changes to the works exhibited. The show was mounted in a dynamic fashion, making effective use of the distinctive atrium

structure of MMCA, Gwacheon.

Manga * Anime * Games from Japan in Myanmar
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The international traveling exhibition Manga* Anime* Games from Japan, first held in the summer of 2015 in Tokyo, was presented overseas
for the first time in Myanmar. While the Tokyo edition featured approximately 130 titles exhibited in a 2,000-square-meter space, in Myanmar
this was narrowed down to 46 titles to fit the 400-square-meter gallery. Emphasis was placed on titles that are popular in Myanmar, exhibited
in the form of reproductions of original artwork, photographs of scenes, videos, playable games, figures, costumes, and materials that illustrate

the process of production.
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Provision of Exhibition Venues to Artist Associations
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The National Art Center, Tokyo provides exhibition space to artist associations from around the country for public exhibitions and other
events. In fiscal 2015, 69 such exhibition were held at NACT, attracting a total of 1,194,428 visitors from Session 1 to Session 25 (April 1, 2015
to March 28, 2016). Building on our experiences from the previous fiscal year, we worked to improve the management of the equipment and

facilities provided.
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To help people get the most out of their visit, we held lectures, artist talks, other events to coincide with our exhibitions, and distributed a
series of free guidebooks. We also organized events such as workshops and lectures to encourage appreciation of art among the wider public,
including a number of education program for children and adults. We continued to accept interns and student volunteers as part of our efforts
to increase the understanding of the NACT’s activities and develop human resources.
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Collection and Provision of the Library and Information Services
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The National Art Center, Tokyo continued to build up a comprehensive collection of Japanese art exhibition catalogues, as well as
publications on modern and contemporary art, design, architecture, photography, and media art, with particular emphasis placed on securing
missing issues of serial publications and catalogues for periodically held exhibitions, including public exhibitions. Acquisitions of art exhibition
catalogues were generously supported by donated materials from pertinent organizations, museums throughout Japan, and individuals. These
materials were made available to the public in the Art Library on the third floor of the Main Building, and in the Art Library Annex on the first
floor of the Annex. Further, the Art Library Annex provided a reading-by-reservation service for fragile materials, etc., and a special materials
reading service for unusual materials such as unpublished written matter, etc.

During fiscal 2015, the Center also continued its catalogue-exchange program, sending copies of its catalogues and other printed materials
to around 400 facilities in Japan and 100 facilities overseas, including museums, and university libraries. The Center also continued its efforts
to improve access from overseas to materials on Japanese art through the JAC (Japan Art Catalog) project, which donates catalogues of
Japanese art exhibitions to four overseas institutions devoted to the study of Japanese art. In return, the Center received catalogues of
exhibitions of Japanese art held overseas, which are available in the Art Library as part of JAC Il collection.

In addition, the Center continued to work on a project to digitize a portion of the documents in its possession, creating digital files of 2,451
photographs and 490 other documents. Efforts also went forward to preserve photographic documents and other ephemera contained in the
Yamagishi Nobuo Archive.
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The official NACT website (http://www.nact.jp/) continues to serve as a user—friendly source of information on the Center’'s wide-ranging
programs. In fiscal 2015, the NACT website was updated and designed to facilitate access from smart phones and other handheld devices.
The Center proactively seeks external funding to sustain various programs, and since 2015 the logos of companies that support the Center and
its programs have been introduced on the NACT website.

In addition to the permanent website and special exhibition websites, NACT is keeping pace with recent trends in Internet use by making
the most of social-media sites and other online services. In fiscal 2015, we created a Facebook page (http://www.facebook.com/nact.jp,
set up in November 2011) . In addition to information on events such as workshops and symposiums, we posted pictures of preliminary work
on the Manga*Anime*Games from Japan in Myanmar exhibition and seasonal views of the Center’s grounds to facilitate a closer relationship
between NACT and the public. In March 2016, the NACT Facebook page passed the 20,000 mark for likes (indicating user approval) .
Meanwhile, the Public Relations Department has continued posting tweets about the Center activities on its Twitter account, which now has
over 180,000 followers.

In addition, we continued distributing our e-newsletter, launched in December 2009 to disseminate the latest Center news in a form that
subscribers can easily access on their cell phones or other devices. NACT also makes full use of its permanent website, social media
accounts, and e-newsletter to issue up-to-the-minute notifications regarding emergency closings, changes in the Center hours, and other
time-sensitive information.
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To publicize exhibitions organized by the National Art Center, Tokyo, the Center continued to work with all major media outlets by
disseminating press releases and other event information, holding press previews for media representatives, soliciting and responding to
media inquiries, and holding press conferences for the MIYAKE ISSEY EXHIBITION: The Work of Miyake Issey in the auditorium on October
30, 2015 and March 15, 2016. In addition, the Center sent direct mailings to institutions and groups of exhibitions’ target audiences and placed
advertisements in newspapers and online media, while using dedicated exhibition pages on Twitter and Facebook to convey behind-the-
scenes information, interviews, and other information that does not reach people through the permanent website, aiming to provide viewers
with multi-faceted, approachable pictures of exhibitions. For co-organized exhibitions, the Center coordinated photo shoots and filming inside
the facility and facilitated interviews with curators, as well as providing information that served to publicize the Center itself.

In addition to facilitating media coverage and providing the media with images to promote the Center, and actively dispatching information
about the facility, the Center publishes NACT News as a PR organ, offering user-friendly information about the facility’s undertakings,
including exhibitions, education, and information services.
